Subject: Measures for student dormitory fee refunds

due to the impact of the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic situation

With reference to the announcement by the Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research and
Innovation on the measures and monitoring of the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) outbreak
(Issue no. 3): the operation of higher education institutions to prevent the coronavirus disease
(COVID-19) outbreak, and Prince of Songkla University announcement on Subject: Guidelines
for teaching, learning and testing management during the coronavirus disease (COVID-19)
pandemic situation (Issue no. 6) dated on 18 March 2020, Prince of Songkla University stipulates
the following measures for refunding student dormitory fees of semester 2, academic year 2019,
due to the impact of the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic situation.

Clause 1. Student dormitory fees are refunded by calculating the number of days
dormitories are closed due to the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic situation, compared
to the number of days the dormitories are normally closed in semester 2, academic year 2019 of
each campus, as follows:

1.1 Pattani Campus: a 31% refund of the dormitory fees

1.2 Hat Yai Campus: a 27% refund of the dormitory fees

1.3 Phuket Campus: a 30% refund of the dormitory fees

1.4 Surat Thani Campus: a 15% refund of the dormitory fees
1.5 Trang Campus: a 24% refund of the dormitory fees

Clause 2. Dormitory fee refunds take effect as specified by the announcement of each
campus.
